The subject site has been designated RM-3 Medium Density Apartment Residential.
RM-3 zoning allows for 55% site coverage of buildings that are a minimum of six (6)
storeys and to a maximum of 2.3 FSR. An additional 10% increase to the allowable FSR
may be applied for all strategic housing options if all dwelling units provided within the
development are exclusive market rental units for a total 2.53 FSR.

The creation of a Green Link along the Austin Creek Tributary to the East of Bosworth Street
will be a defining feature of the area, creating a linear park along the western edge of the
tributary. The Westerly portion of this assembly fronts onto Austin Creek and will assume ad-
ditional building setbacks from lot line.
